S. Since this activity is scheduled over a weekend, all participating personnel shall
be granted two (2) days of service credits or compensatory time-off. This is in accordance
with DepEd Order No. 53, s. 2003 (Updated Guidelines on Grant of Vacation Service
Credits to Teachers) and CSC-DBM Joint Circular No. 2, s. 2004 regarding compensatory
overtime credits.
