VIDEO PRODUCTION FOR BRIDGING PRIMER ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF TEACHER-
READY VIDEO TUTORIALS AND STANDARDIZED TRAINING MODULES TO ENSURE
FIDELITY IN ECCD ADMINISTRATION

1. The Department of Education, through the Regional Office V-Bicol and
Schools Division Office of Catanduanes, continue to strengthen the Early Childhood
Care and Development (ECCD) Program as a cornerstone of holistic child
development and school readiness. Recognizing the critical role of teachers and
ECCD implementers in ensuring fidelity of program delivery, the SDO Catanduanes
has undertaken the development of the ECCD Bridging Primer as a key resource for
transitioning learners from early childhood programs to formal schooling. After the
successful series of evaluations of the scripts, the Division through the Curriculum
Implementation Division (CID) shall now proceed with 4-day Division Video
Production for Bridging Primer on the Development of Teacher-Ready Video Tutorials
and Standardized Training Modules to Ensure Fidelity in ECCD Administration on
February 10-13, 2026, at Rhaj Inn, Gogon Virac, Catanduanes.

2. The ECCD Bridging Primer serves as a vital tool in ensuring smooth
transition from early childhood programs to formal schooling. To uphold fidelity in
ECCD administration, the Division shall embark on the production of teacher-ready
video tutorials and standardized training modules, following the successful
evaluation of scripts developed for this purpose. This initiative underscores our
commitment to quality, equity, and consistency in delivering ECCD services across
all schools and learning centers in Region V-Bicol.

3. The project seeks to:
a. Produce high-quality video tutorials that demonstrate effective use of the
ECCD Bridging Primer in classroom and community settings.
b. Develop standardized training modules ‘to guide teachers and ECCD
implementers in consistent delivery of ECCD services,
c. Strengthen capacity-building efforts by providing accessible, practical, and
uniform instructional materials.

d. Ensure alignment with national ECCD standards and curriculum
frameworks.
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4, This activity will involve members of the Division Production Team,
together with the designated language and technical editors. The complete list of
participants is provided in the attached Memorandum.

5. The video production is a live-in activity; hence, participants are entitled
to overtime compensation through the granting of service credits and/or
Compensatory Time-Off (CTO), as they have rendered extended work beyond
regular office hours. This is pursuant to DepEd Order No. 53, s. 2003 (Updated
Guidelines on the Grant of Service Credits to Teachers), DepEd Order No. 30, s.
2019 (Guidelines on Official Travel of Department of Education Personnel), and
relevant Civil Service Commission (CSC) Memorandum Circulars on
Compensatory Time-Off, which authorize the provision of service credits or CTO
for personnel who render work beyond regular hours in the performance of official
duties.

6. Meals and venue expenses incurred in the conduct of this project shall
be charged against the downloaded funds from the Regional Office, while
transportation and other incidental expenses of the participants shall be
chargeable to the school MOOE and other local funds, subject to the usual
accounting and auditing rules and regulations.

7. Furthermore, the classes of participating teachers shall be properly
arranged to ensure that teaching and learning processes are not disrupted during
the conduct of this activity.

8. Immediate dissemination and compliance with this Memorandum is
desired.
