REGIONAL TRAINING OF TEACHERS (RTOT) ON THE REVISED ALS
CURRICULUM

To : Schools Division Superintendents
Division ALS Focal Persons

1. In support to the full implementation of RA 11510 and its Implementing
Rules and Regulations (IRR) on its aim to ensure the quality delivery of the ALS
programs, this Office through the Curriculum and Learning Management Division
(CLMD) will conduct the Regional Training of Teachers (RTOT) on the Revised
ALS Curriculum in five batches: Batch 1 - May 6-8, 2026; Batch 2 - May 13-15,
2026; Batch 3 - May 18-20, 2026, Batch 4 - May 21-23, 2026, and Batch 5 - May
27-29, 2026 at the venue to be announced.

2. The training generally aims to capacitate teachers in designing and
delivering learning sessions aligned with the Revised ALS K to 10 Curriculum,
responsiveness to learner context, using localized instruction and appropriate
assessment tools. Specifically, the following enabling objectives:
a. Analyze the key changes in the revised ALS K to 10 Cwrriculum and
implications for instruction and assessment
b. Design and deliver learning-responsive instruction aligned with the
revised ALS K to 10 Curriculum
c. Demonstrate engagement, adaptability, creativity, and innovativeness in
effective ALS instruction delivery.

3. The Training Matrix is in Attachment 1 of this memorandum. Attachment
2 is the List of Learning Facilitators, and Members of the Program Management
Team.

4. A Regional Staff Orientation-Workshop (RSOW) to be participated by the

Learning Facilitators and Program Management Team, for the intensive preparation
of the training will be conducted on April 16-17, 2026 at a venue to be announced.
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S.  The number of participants from the Schools Division Offices shall be based
on the allocation of teacher-participants per batch in Attachment 3. The List of
Participants shall be submitted on or before March 16, 2026, to this Office using
the tempiate in Attachment 4.

6. Consistent with Civil Service Commission (CSC) rules and DepEd guidelines,
the ALS Teachers shall be entitled for vacation service credits for services rendered
considering that this activity is conducted on a summer break, while the non-
teaching personnel who will render services on weekends are entitled for a

Compensatory Overtime Credits (COC), which maybe availed as compensatory time
off.

7. Meals, accommodation, supplies and materials, and other incidental expenses
incurred for this activity, including the travel expenses and incidental expenses of
the Learning Facilitators and Program Management Team shall be charged against
the downloaded Program Support Funds (PSF) for FLO or ALS. While travel
expenses and incidental expenses of the participants are chargeable against PSF
downloaded to the Schools Division Offices or local funds. All are subject to
government accounting and auditing rules and regulations.
